Call to Order: Mayor Hamberg called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm
   
The following answered roll call: Council Members: Okura, Melville, Messmer, Curry, Hartman, and Whitehead were present.  Also present: City Clerk Barton, Police Chief Christmann, Public Works Foreman Bowman, City Attorney Stewart, Finance Director/Treasure Edgley, and Assistant Fire Chief Muench.

Public Comments: City Clerk Barton read the anticipated funds in fiscal year 2027 in Municipal Road Aide as $1,049,750.  The anticipated street projects to be done in fiscal year 2027 is $1,049,711.  The streets that are anticipated to be repaved are: part of Blossom Ln., Valley View, and Tracy Ln.
